Houses withoul roafs.. without sidings...without
windows. Huge trees and lelephone poles strewn across roadways making
them impassable. Litter from buildings and vegetation dotting the landscape
everywhere, The dominant green of the Garden Island was sember brown,
It was not a happy picture to lsok at.

Despair showed in the eyes of many. Belongings accumulated with toil,
love and affection over many years were lost, damaged or desiroyed.
Surely there was reason for giving up hope,

But, the spirit was strong. A mkindling of the will to overcome advarsily
became slowly avident as people found and shared kinship with others who
shared similar losses. A detenmination to start again - te repair, to rebuild
and o heal - could be fell and seen wherever people gathered. And with Lhe
help of fecaral, state, county, and private agencies, friends, neighbors and
refatives, Kauai began to clesn up and start afresh,

The blue tapaulins and plastic sheetings on rooflops are slowly being
replaced. Residential and business buildings are being repaired. And to
make life more liveable, water, lelephone, power and cable TV are again
available.

The mountaing and roadsides are green again. And while there is still much
to be done, we on Kauai are grateful and thankful to all those who made
recovery much easier to accept Iniki will become a memary for bath bad
and good.
